From an abandoned jailhouse in north Philadelphia at the height of the 1960s Civil Rights movement, Rev. Dr. Leon

H. Sullivan founded the first Opportunities Industrialization Center — OIC. The purpose was to provide fundamental
training, talent and skill development, employment readiness — and economic opportunity — in the most impoverished
communities in the city. Dr. Sullivan believed that jobs were the key to the economic development and true

empowerment of individuals living in these communities.
Under his leadership, OIC became an international

;,f - organization providing employment training and
workforce development services on a global scale.
Today, OIC continues to operate in nearly 20 states and
some countries abroad.
